be positioned as shown to accept wires from the top, or rotated 90
degrees to accept wires from the front, saving space when needed.

The EZ-Connector also includes a diagnostics LED to aid system
commissioning and troubleshooting. A red indicator LED flashes
(flickers) according to the frequency of the IRIG-B signal (1 kHz)
when a valid unmodulated IRIG-B signal is present, providing positive
confirmation of correct wiring and polarity.
